year:

2. On the second day after receiving notification of a student's absence due to testing positive for I
COVID, teachers will have a daily check in with the student. This may vary between a phone call or Dt

Google Meet. For example, at middle school, the team may do a check in during their plan time so -
that all teachers are together. A teacher with multiple students out may do a google meet. =
